Dear Mr. Hoyle, 

I'm writing you in regards to the article about the closing of the Mt. Pleasant Center not being an option, which appeared in the May 14, 2007 issue of the Morning Sun News Paper in Mt. Pleasant, Michigan. I would like to express my deep concern about what appears to me as an insult and great injustice on the part of the State of Michigan for allowing this facility to remain open – in view of the fact that the quality of care through the years has been absolutely deplorable, not to mention its unacceptable living environment.

It also appears to me that T.J. Bocholz has not a care as to the physical and mental suffering of the victims who have fallen through the cracks of this failing, and very unjust system that has never worked! His comments in the article leave me to believe that his job is just another big, fat paycheck for his pocket and nothing more… 

It's been over two years now, since the murder of my son, Robbie, in the Mt Pleasant Center and justice still has not been served for the murder of my son. They know who did it! But because of the so called lack of "enough" evidence, they cannot prosecute. So in the mean time, the killer is still at large and quite possibly still working at Mt Pleasant Center.

I ask myself, why should the State Of Michigan care? This is no concern of theirs! They stand with immunity! I have not been contacted by Mt Pleasant Center as to why or even how this happened to my son. No condolences no apology, nothing! 

I've been left to feel, that for all the State of Michigan cares, is that my son was just another one that the state didn't have to care for, "when it was the States wish" to have him immunized at four and a half months of age, which caused his disabilities in the first place! 

Mt. Pleasant Center has years of countless incidents of mental and physical abuse, and now my son’s murder! How many more victims must be tormented and abused before they realize this "OLD" SYSTEM IS NOT WORKING? 

I feel that if Robbie’s CMH worker, here in Grand Traverse County, would have listened to my concerns about my son’s health, and had taken him to his doctor to have him checked for health issues, such as “kidney-stones and his gallbladder” when I asked her to, they would have discovered that Robbie was suffering from gallbladder attacks, (which was something very prominent in his father’s side of the family), instead of having behavioral problems due to his seizure meds, "that they were so sure was the problem!"  (It was revealed from Robbie’s autopsy report that he had multiple gallstones in his gallbladder)

Instead, my son was forced against his will, and the better judgment of his family, to be put into Mt Pleasant Center by the Grand Traverse County CMH, rather then seeking the medical attention that he needed!

I feel that if Grand Traverse County CMH would have listened to my concerns about the pain and suffering Robbie might be having because of physical discomforts, and had him evaluated by his doctor like I asked them to, he would still be happy, healthy, and very much alive today...

This issue concerns me, not only because of the great injustice done to my son, but also for other victims who fall into this failed system. For example, my grandson, who is autistic, was recently diagnosed with having seizures. I ASK THE STATE OF MICHIGAN, IS HE GOING TO GET THE SAME TREATMENT THAT HIS UNCLE ROBBIE RECEIVED???
